10th Literature and Composition
Description and Outline:  This course focuses on the study of literary themes in diverse works of literature. Students will learn how theme relates to the interpretation of literature and how to connect themes in literature to their own lives and experiences. Students will read and analyze a variety of literature on a weekly basis. These pieces of literature include but aren’t limited to: short stories, poetry, essays, drama, and novels. Much of our reading will come from the anthology textbook, but expect to perform reading outside of the textbook and outside the classroom. Students will also read and synthesize information from magazines, charts, graphs, and technical documents. Students will utilize writing practices regularly, including the persuasive, descriptive, expository, and narrative modes of writing. Students can expect to complete a research paper within the first semester of the school year. There will be a strong emphasis on grammar practices, composing writing pieces, and broadening vocabulary throughout the school year.

45% Major Assessments:  We will have at least 5 tests this semester. We strongly encourage each student to be present on these days. If the desired mastery of the standards is not met at that time, the student will have the opportunity to re-test the unit test(s) in the following way:

1. Once the student receives the first test back, it is required that students make corrections on separate sheets of paper. In order to re-test, the student must turn in the following to their teacher by the specified time:  the original test, the complete test corrections where points were deducted at the time of the re-test. Extra help, if needed, to accomplish this will be provided during scheduled tutoring sessions.

2. Sign up at the direction of the teacher to attend the re-test day.  Re-tests will be conducted occasionally during the school day, but mostly after school and will occur approximately one week after the date of the original test. The time for the re-test will be from 3:00-3:50 only. There will only be one opportunity to re-take each unit test or culminating task.  Please discuss any conflicts in advance with your teacher.

3. The grade on the re-test will replace the original test grade only if the re-test grade is higher. 

4. In the event of an absence on the day of the original test, the test will be made up upon the immediate return to class and the re-test policy will still apply.  If multiple absences occur, the student will have 3 days to make up the original test and the re-test policy will still apply.   

Spring semester, students will take the Post-SLO assessment which will be entered as one test grade in the Major Assessment category.  Students may not exempt the Post-SLO.
25% Minor Assessments:  Quizzes will be used throughout a unit to determine mastery of concepts along the way.  They will serve as formative feedback and great study tools for unit tests and tasks.


10% Daily Work and Homework:  Homework is a vital part of learning mathematics and is a requirement for this class.  It will be checked weekly but not each day.  To receive full credit for homework, all work is expected to be attempted.  

Tutoring: Tutoring will be available, and is highly recommended, generally on Wednesday afternoons from 3:00-3:30.
