Lord of the Flies Project Options
Choose one of the following projects:
1. Map of the island
A. Create a map of the island the boys are on. It needs to be AT LEAST 12" X 14," and


in color; poster board is preferred. You will need to include all major areas discussed 
       
in the book. The book describes the island and the layout very clearly.  Be sure to be 
accurate with the details provided. Major areas to be included: mountain, shelters, Castle 
Rock, scar, the impassable region, rest, beach, platform, lagoon, pig runs, etc.
B. Write a one page paper listing quotes from the book which describe where things are located 
on the island and the page numbers the quotes are found on. This takes the form of a list, 
rather than an essay.

2. 3-D model of the island
A. Create a model, much like the map above, but in a three dimensional format. Again, all major 
areas need to be shown. The book describes the island and the layout very specifically.  
Be sure to follow what the book says about the land forms. The model needs to be at least 
12" by 14", and in color.  You will probably need heavy cardboard or a wooden base. 
Major areas to be included: mountain, shelters, Castle Rock, scar, the impassable region, 
reef, beach, platform, lagoon, pig runs, etc.
B. Write a one page paper listing quotes from the book which describe where things are located 
on the island and the page numbers the quotes are found on. This will take the form of a 
list, rather than an essay.

3. Symbolism:
A. Think of at least five symbols that are important in Lord of the Flies. 
B. Create a visual aid which incorporates these symbols; you can make a PowerPoint 
presentation, poster or bring in the item or make a model, etc. 
C. List quotes from the novel which illustrate the importance of each symbol.  These quotations 
can be incorporated into your poster if you wish. Incorporate these into a PowerPoint if 
that is what you chose to do.
D. Write an explanation for each of the symbols, defining and describing how they are used 
throughout the novel.

4. Create a picture book or a cartoon book:
A. Reduce the novel to its basic plot points using a plot diagram— exposition, rising action, etc. 
Write this summarized version out in narrative form. It should be at least one page in 
length. 
B. Create a booklet drawing the characters and situations that follow this basic outline. Please use dialogue bubbles and/or write out what is happening at the bottom of each cell or picture. 
C. The final booklet should have at least 15 cells/pictures and should tell at least the 'highlights of 
the story. It must be neatly drawn and in color.
